J.W. became friends with Sam in the mid 1970s after reading his book, The Jungmeister Junket, which tells the
story of his flights to all 50 states in 1970 in a Biicker Jungmeister. In 2005, J.W. attempted to re-create Sam's
flight. He covered 38 states, flying a Bakeng Deuce, but a head cold and a 108 hp engine kept him from making
it through Mullen Pass in Montana, so he ended his flight and returned home to Fort Myers, Florida.

This summer he plans to finish re-creating Sam’s 1974 flight. J.W. says Sam loved flying open cockpit with a
whiskey compass and charts. So, that's how J.W. plans to fly, too. He'll leave from Fort Myers on about July 1
and fly from Florida to Arizona, where he'll pick up his first new state, then fly on to Nevada, California, Ore-
gon, Idaho, Montana, Wyoming, North Dakota, South Dakota, Minnesota, and on to EAA AirVenture Oshkosh
2008. After AirVenture, J.W. will fly to the Antique Airplane Association fly-in at Blakesburg, lowa, where
Sam Burgess will be inducted into its Hall of Memories.

J.W. is a member of EAA Chapter 66; along the way, he's hoping to visit other EAA chapters. If you'd like him
to stop at your airport, you can e-mail him at jwf11228@msn.com.

FSS TIP OF THE WEEK: KICK THE 'K’
In an international context, airports in the 48 contiguous United
States are prefixed with the ICAO country code "K." Because
Lockheed Martin's flight service computer system is set up to
automatically assume flights are domestic, pilots should not pre-
cede their airport identifier with a K unless they plan to fly inter-
nationally. Stating the K up front for a domestic flight could cre-
ate extra steps for the briefer, thus slowing the process. Re-
member to phonetically spell airport identifiers to avoid miscom-
munication.
